SCHOLARSHIP SPOTLIGHT IN NAVIANCE!
Seniors - Check out the following scholarships posted in Naviance for high school seniors — please see Naviance for more details:

The Josepha Kurjiaka Scholarship - Applicants must be engaged in service to their community and be a registered student at a
campus of the Pennsylvania State University, including the Pennsylvania College of Technology, majoring in business
administration (or business - related study) or education. Scholarship deadline is: March 26, 2021.

The Eric Stoler Nursing Scholarship is given to a senior who has been accepted in a post-secondary program in nursing, has a 2.5
or better cumulative GPA as of the 7" semester and must have demonstrated a sensitivity to people in need by participation in
community service and/or volunteerism. The application should be submitted to the Counseling office by March 30, 2021.

MTEA Scholarship — Applicants must be accepted in an approved program of teacher education at an accredited college,
university, or other certified institution. Scholastic achievement, service to school and community, and Financial need are
requirements. The application should be submitted to the Counseling Office by April 6, 2021.
