e MTEA Scholarship — Applicants must be accepted in an approved program of teacher education at an accredited college,
university, or other certified institution. Scholastic achievement, service to school and community, and Financial need are
requirements. The application should be submitted to the Counseling Office by April 6, 2021 (TODAY).

e Scott Nyland Scholarship - Applicants must have participated in two complete seasons on any athletic team; or one year
as a varsity letter winner on any athletic team, either as a participant or as a manager. Candidate should possess good
character and citizenship qualities, good academic standing, and participate in activities. The application should be
submitted to the Counseling Office by April 6, 2021 (TODAY).
